     The Town of Superior was awarded a MT DEQ Clean, Truck, Bus 

and Airport Equipment Grant in the amount of $500,000 towards the 

purchase of the street sweeper.  The grants funds come from Mon-

tana’s share of the Volkswagen Mitigation Trust Fund being adminis-

tered by MT DEQ.    The Town was required to have a 15% match of 

local funds.   

      The new street sweeper will be much more efficient and more 

economical to operate. 

      The new street sweeper replaced the 1995 Elgin street sweeper.

Sewer System Improvement Project 
  

  The Town of Superior Sewer System Improvement Project is moving forward. 

    The Town’s Engineers are working on the design and plans for the project , which will be completed 

by June 2023.  The project will be bid in July 2023.  Construction should start in September of 2023.  A win-

ter shutdown of the project is expected.  We are planning for construction to be completed by November of 

2024. 

 The Town of Superior will be dredging the lagoons for Sludge Removal and Disposal – 2 cells, Fixing    

Lagoon Dike Settling, installing new Liners & Baffle Curtain, installing a new Aeration System – installing 

Blowers, Building, and Diffusers,  installing SCADA for Headworks, constructing Headworks Building, UV and 

Headworks Water Services, Sewer Main Replacement by CIPP, Manhole Modifications – Raise Lids under 

Asphalt and Lift Station Improvements.  Total estimated project cost is $4,600,000. 

 The Town was recently awarded a Community Development Block Grant in the amount of $750,000. 

 The Town Public Works Crew spoke at the legislative hearing for the Town’s Montana Coal              

Endowment Grant application and the Renewable Resource Grant application.    The town ranked well for 

both grant applications.   

 The Town of Superior is applying for grants for the sewer system improvements project. The follow-

ing is a list of the funding that  has been awarded to the Town for the project and the grants the town has 

applied for.

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STREET AND ALLEY EXCAVATIONS 

 Anyone who needs to dig in a Town Street or an Alley must contact the Town Clerk’s Office and   

complete an application for a permit for the dig.  The permit must be completed and approved prior to the 

dig. 

 The permit will require the time, place (location) and purpose of the dig.  A deposit is required at the 

time of the permit.  The deposit will be returned upon inspection and approval of the finished repair. 

 The street or alley that has been disturbed by the dig must be restored to the way it was before it 

was disturbed.  If the disturbed area settles at a later time you are responsible to fill the area until no more 

settling occurs.   

 The contractor or the person doing the excavation must call 811 before you dig or the excavation 

will not be allowed.

HOUSE AND BUILDING NUMBERS 

        Visible house  and building numbers are extremely important for the Fire Department, Ambulance, and Law       

Enforcement when responding to an emergency. 

        Owners of all houses and commercial buildings are required by ordinance to post the house or building number, 

consistent with the Mineral County E911 Emergency Addressing System. 

        The Individual numbers  need to be 4 inches in height in block style letters and in a contrasting color to the back-

ground.  The number shall be displayed in one of the following ways: 

        1.  Placed on the front of the house or commercial building in a position that is plainly visible to all traffic coming 

to the premises from either direction. 

        2.  If the house or commercial building is more that 50 feet from the street or road or is not clearly visible from the 

street or road the numbers need to be displayed on a sign adjacent to a fence or post high enough that the number 

will not be obscured by winter snow or snowplowing.
